10 Nd5 Re8 11 Qd4 Kh7 (see 
diagram) 12 Bxh6!  Played instantly, so 
Theodorou was almost certainly still following 
his pre-game analysis. Radjabov’s next move 
seems to be the decisive mistake. Instead, 12…
Nc6 probably survives, though Black must 
walk a tightrope right to the end, e.g. 13 Qf4 
Rf8 14 Ng5+ Kxh6 15 Qh4+ Kg6 16 Qh7+ 
Kxg5 17 O-O-O g6 18 h4+ Kf5 19 g4+ Kxe5 
20 Qg7+ Kd6 21 Nb4+ Ke6 22 Re1+ Kd6 
23 Rd1+ with a draw. gxh6 13 O-O-O Re6 
14 Nf6+ Kh8 15 Nh4 The attack is 
overwhelming. d6 16 Qf4 Kg7 17 Qg4+ Kh8 
18 Ng6+ Kg7 19 Nf8+ A neat finale. 
Black resigns on account of 19…Kxf8

An exquisite missed opportunity from the 
Germany-Romania match. 22 d6 suggests itself, 
but Rxd6+ 23 Ke3 Be6 is fine for Black, so 
Keymer played 22 Ne1 and won a long game. 
But 22 Nd4!! wins in style. After 22…exd4 23 
d6 the d-file is closed, so Black is soon mated, 
e.g. 23…Rf8 24 Rh8+ Kg7 25 R1h7 mate. Or 
22….Rd6 23 Nb5 also wins easily.

My hotel room in Montenegro enjoys a 
picturesque view of the Adriatic sea. It’s a 
15 minute drive to Sveti Stefan, the island where 
Fischer faced Spassky in their 1992 rematch, 
20 years after Fischer won the world title in 
Reykjavik. I am here playing for England in 
the biennial European Team Championship, 
where we have just finished in 6th place in the 
Open event, and 13th in the Women’s event. 
More on that to follow, but for now, some 
highlights from the event.

In the following game, a young Greek 
grandmaster defeated his elite Azeri opponent 
in ferocious style. In a Petroff defence (2…Nf6), 
Radjabov’s gambled with the rare and risky 
move 4…Bc5, presumably counting on the 
move’s surprise value, where 4…d5 is the more 
popular and safer choice. But Theodorou, who 
used only around ten minutes for the whole 
game, charged straight down the critical line.
